5. Report of the Chair (Discussion) 84 
a. Proposed updates to the CleanPowerSF Net Energy Metering 85 

(NEM) Tariff 86 
 87 
Andrew Bevington, CleanPowerSF(CPSF) customer solutions 88 
supervisor, introduces presentation for proposed changes to 89 
CleanPowerSF net energy metering tariff. Ross Nakasone presents 90 
slides to review Net Energy Metering (NEM), Net Billing Tariff, and the 91 
proposed updates. 92 
 93 
R. Nakasone explains NEM is for customers with on-site renewable 94 
energy systems like solar who earn credits for exporting energy. The 95 
Net Billing Tariff (NBT) is introduced as NEM’s successor as adopted by 96 
the CPUC.  97 
 98 
Updates to the NEM tariff include accommodating NBT customers on 99 
CPSF’s NEM tariff until if and when CPSF adopts a successor tariff. 100 
 101 
Member Dew asks if NEW customers are residential or business 102 
customers. R. Nakasone confirms that most NEM customers are mostly 103 
residential. Member Dew asks if SPUC is examining storage programs 104 
for energy collected from customers from the grid. A. Bevington 105 
confirms that CPSF is looking at storage procurement but is mostly 106 
focused on keeping the energy on the grid and is customer focused. 107 
 108 
Discussion continued between PUC staff and members on updates for 109 
NEM Tariff updates. 110 
 111

b. Discussion on final CleanPowerSF Rate Tariffs 114 
 115 
Matthew Freiberg, Rates Manager, presents slides on 116 
CleanPowerSF(CPSF) Rate Tariffs. M. Freiberg provides an overview 117 
of CPSF whose rate classes match those of PG&E and charges for 118 
generation. Staff’s proposal includes an 8.5% rate adjustment with 119 
updated cost of service allocations to customer classes. 120 
M. Freiberg discusses considerations when calculating the rate 121 
adjustments that will produce sufficient revenue that will meet rate 122 
requirement and reasonable bill impacts. 123 
 124 
Staff presents slides of impacted rate schedules and comparisons to 125 
PG&E rates. Discussion continues between staff and members 126 



  

 

regarding rate updates and specific changes to the range of rate 127 
schedules. 128 
 129 
M. Freiberg reminds board of upcoming timeline for proposals to 130 
commission meeting for adoption of rates. Members discuss scheduling 131 
a subsequent meeting to create a letter with recommendations for 132 
commission on May 14th meeting. Members express support for rate 133 
proposals presented by staff and agree to meet and create a 134 
recommendation for the commission. 135 
 136 
Member Quock asks the process if a customer disagrees with their tier 137 
assignment. Eric Corvinova, Financial Planning Director, answers that 138 
the customer may request a review of their account to confirm correct 139 
rate class. Periodic reviews are also conducted of all customers.  140

c. Discussion on final Hetch Hetchy Power Rate Tariffs 144 

 145 
Matthew Freiberg, Rates Manager, presents slides on Hetch Hetchy 146 
Power rates. M. Freiberg provides an overview on the different rates 147 
used and the customers. The proposed changes to Hetch Hetchy 148 
Power include rate structure adjustments, increase of General Use 149 
rates, increase to retail rates, and an update to Tuolumne County rates. 150 
Rate structure adjustments involve consolidation of enterprise and retail 151 
rates, elimination of metered residential rate, and restructuring of the 152 
Shoreside Power Rates.  153 
 154 
Member Dew asks of impact on tourism and Port regarding changes to 155 
Shoreside Power Rates. Erin Corvinova, Financial Planning Director, 156 
confirms that there is existing communication with Port touching on 157 
concerns of impacts to tourism and tenants. 158 
 159 
Staff shares final proposed rates for all customer schedules and 160 
discussion continues between staff and board regarding Hetch Hetchy 161 
rate tariffs and varying impacts to the range of customers. 162
